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FOUNDING AND ACCREDITATION

Miyazaki International University (MIU), founded in 1994, was established under
the MIU credo, "Respect and Diligence" for the purpose of cultivating truly
international individuals.

Miyazaki International University, in addition to Miyazaki Gakuen Junior College,
Miyazaki Gakuen High School, Miyazaki Gakuen Junior High School, and the
Miyazaki Gakuen dJunior College-Affiliated Midori Kindergarten and Kiyotake
Midori Kindergarten, is sponsored by the Miyazaki Educational Institution (MEI), a
chartered educational corporation established in 1939.
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The Three Policies of Miyazaki International University

[Admission Policy] (The Ideal MIU Student)

Miyazaki International University selects appropriate candidates through
diverse testing methods designed to comprehensively evaluate their abilities,
motivation, appropriateness, etc. The university welcomes international and
domestic students who
1. Identify with its educational policy of upholding the philosophy of “Respect and

Diligence”

2. Recognize the value of contributing to global and local society
3. Have clear educational goals and the ability to take independent action



4. Are sufficiently equipped with the basic academic abilities and skills to engage
in studies at MIU

[ Curriculum Policy] (Curricular Structure and Implementation Policy)

Miyazaki International University organizes and implements a curriculum
based on the following policies in order to nurture human resources with a sense of
ethics, the basic academic skills and culture of a good member of society, and
professional expertise as a professional person.

1. Respect the the founding spirit "Respect and Diligence” (ethics) and arrange
courses to develop ethics as a good member of society (ethics).

2. Based on the faculty's educational objectives and diploma policy, specialized
subjects are arranged so that students can systematically study their major areas

(Expertise).

3. Establish subjects that facilitate practical learning (Practical Skills).

4. Establish subjects that enable active learning style classes (Education Method).

5. Class subjects are clarified in the syllabus (class objectives, class plans, grade
evaluation standards and methods, etc.) and implemented (Education Method).

6. Academic achievements will be strictly evaluated based on the grading criteria
(Education Method).

[Diploma Policy] (Qualities Students Should Acquire by Graduation)

Miyazaki International University awards the degrees of Bachelor of Arts in
Comparative Culture and Bachelor of Arts in Education upon students who have
acquired the qualities and capabilities described below, and have successfully
completed the requisite graduation credits.

Chapter 1 General Provisions
Section 1 Purpose
(Purpose)

Article 1 Pursuant to the Fundamental Law of Education and the School Education Law, the purpose of
our University is to cultivate human resources who will contribute to the development of culture and
the welfare of mankind by cultivating their character based on the philosophy of "Respect and
Diligence" and by acquiring an international perspective and specialized knowledge and skills. The
purpose of our University is to contribute to the development of culture and the welfare of humankind.

(Self-inspection and evaluation)

Article 1-2 The University shall conduct its own inspection and evaluation of the status of its educational
and research activities, etc., in order to improve the level of its educational and research standards
and to achieve its purpose and social mission. Matters concerning this shall be stipulated separately.

Section 2 Organization
(Faculty, Department)
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Article 2 The School and Departments to be established by the University and their enrollment capacity,
transfer enrollment, and admission capacity shall be as follows:

2 The objectives of each school and department with respect to the development of human resources

and other educational and research purposes shall be as follows:

(1) The School of International Liberal Arts aims to nurture international people who are familiar with
domestic and foreign cultures and societies and English language, in line with the objectives of the
University.

The Department of Comparative Culture aims to provide an international liberal arts education
consistent with the objectives of the department.

(2) The School of Education shall aim to develop human resources with professional skills in education
based on a high level of culture, in line with the objectives of the University.

The Department of Child Education aims to train elementary school teachers, kindergarten
teachers and nursery school teachers in accordance with the objectives of the school.

(Graduate School)
Article 2-2 The University shall establish graduate school.
(1) The graduate school shall be as follows
The Graduate School of International Liberal Arts
(2) Necessary matters concerning the Graduate School shall be stipulated separately in the "Miyazaki
International University Graduate School Regulations.

Section 3: Organization of School and Staff
(School and Staff Organization)
Article 3 The University shall have a President, Vice Presidents, Deans, Professors, Associate Professors,
Lecturers, Research Associates, Assistant to the President, general staff, and other staff.
Article 4 The President shall represent the University and administer the affairs of the University.
2. The Vice-President shall assist the President and administer the affairs of the school as ordered.
3. The Dean of the School shall assist the President and shall be in charge of school affairs related to
the School.
4. Professors, associate professors, lecturers, and research associates shall teach students, assist them
in their studies, and conduct their own research.
5. The assistant to the president shall be in charge of school affairs as ordered by the President.
6. General staff shall be engaged in general affairs, academic affairs, student affairs, accounting,
facilities management, and other duties.
7. In the absence of the President, the Board of Directors of the school corporation shall appoint a
substitute.

Section 4: Council on Education and Research
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(Education and Research Advisory committee)
Article 5 The Education and Research Advisory committee shall be established to deliberate on matters
pertaining to the administration of the University.
2 Matters concerning the operation of the Education and Research Advisory committee shall be
determined separately.

Section 5 Faculty Council, etc.
(Faculty Council)
Article 6 Each school shall have a Faculty Council, which shall meet regularly.
2 The Faculty Council may request the attendance of other school members, students, and witnesses
who are not involved in the decision-making process, and may hear their opinions.
3 The Dean of the School shall convene and preside at the Faculty Council.

Article 7 The Faculty Council shall provide opinions when the President makes decisions on the
following matters
(1) Matters related to student admission, graduation, and course completion
(2) Matters related to the awarding of degrees
(3) In addition to the matters listed in the preceding two items, matters determined by the President

as important matters concerning education and research that require the opinions of the Faculty
Council.

2 In addition to what is provided for in the preceding paragraph, the Faculty Council may deliberate on
matters concerning education and research under the authority of the president and deans of schools
(hereinafter referred to as "president, etc." in this paragraph) and may state its opinions at the request
of the president, etc.

3 Regulations concerning the operation of the Faculty Council shall be prescribed separately.

(Committee)
Article 8 Committees shall be established in the Faculty Council of each school. Regulations concerning
committees shall be prescribed separately.

Chapter 2: Grades, Semesters and Holidays
(Academic year)
Article 9 The academic year of the University shall begin on April 1 and end on March 31 of the
following year.

(Semester)
Article 10 The school year shall be divided into the following two semesters.
First semester From April 1 to September 30
Second semester: From October 1 to March 31 of the following year

(Closed on holidays)
Article 11 The holidays shall be as follows
(1) Saturday and Sunday
(2) Holidays stipulated in the Act on National Holidays (Act No. 178 of 1948)
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(3) Summer holidays
(4) Winter holidays
(5) Spring holidays
2 Notwithstanding the provisions of the preceding paragraph, thePresident may hold extra classes, etc.,
change the days of absence, and determine extra holidays when necessary.

Chapter 3 Period of study

(Period of study)
Article 12 The period of study at the University shall be four (4) years, and the enrollment period shall
be eight (8) years or less.
2 The period of study for transfer students, transfer students or bachelor students shall be 2 years or
more.
3 The period of study for other applicants for admission, etc. shall be determined by the President with

the approval of the Faculty Council.

Chapter 4 Enrollment
(Time of admission)
Article 13 Admission shall be at the beginning of each academic year. However, in the case of fall
enrollment, it shall be at the beginning of the second semester.

(Admission Eligibility)

Article 14 Those who are eligible for admission to the University shall be those who fall under one of
the following items as stipulated in Article 90 of the School Education Law and Article 150 of the
Enforcement Regulations of the School Education Law.

(1) High school or secondary school graduates

(2) Those who have completed 12 years of school education through a regular course (including those
who have completed school education through a course other than a regular course that is
equivalent thereto).

(3) Those who have completed 12 years of school education in a foreign country, or those who have
been designated by the Minister of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology as
equivalent thereto.

(4) Those who have completed a course at an overseas educational institution that has been accredited
by the Minister of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology as having a course
equivalent to that of a high school course.

(5) Persons designated by the Minister of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology

(6) Persons who have passed the high school equivalency examination in accordance with the
Regulations for the High School Graduation Certificate Examination (2005, Ministry of
Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology Ordinance No. 1) (including those who have
passed the University entrance qualification examination in accordance with the University
Entrance Qualification Examination Regulations (1951, Ministry of Education Ordinance No.
13) before its abolishment in accordance with Article 2 of the supplementary provisions of the
same regulations) ).

(7) Other students who have reached an appropriate age and are recognized by the University as
having academic ability equivalent or superior to that of a high school graduate.
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(Selection of applicants for admission)
Article 15 Applicants for admission to the University must submit the separately prescribed documents
together with the entrance examination fee to the President of the University by the prescribed date.
2 Applicants for admission will be screened to determine the successful applicants.
3 The entrance examination fee is not refundable for any reason.

(Admission procedures)

Article 16 Those who have been notified of acceptance shall submit the prescribed documents together
with the entrance fee and tuition and other student fees (for the first semester) to the President within
the designated period.

2 The President of the University shall admit those who have completed the admission procedures in

the preceding paragraph, after deliberation by the Faculty Council.

3 Any student who fails to follow the procedures in Paragraph 1 without just cause shall not be admitted.

4 The tuition and other student fees already paid, except for the entrance fee, will be returned only if a

written request for declining admission is received by noon on March 31.

Chapter 5 Curriculum
(Curriculum)
Article 17 The educational curriculum shall establish and systematically organize the classes necessary
to achieve the educational objectives of the University and its schools.
2. The classification of class shall be as follows.
(1) University-wide common classes
(2) School of International Liberal Arts
a. General Education Courses
b. Language Courses
c¢. Study Abroad
d. Specialized Education
e. Career Education
f. Senior thesis
g. Independent Study Courses
h. Grobal Leadership Program
(3) Faculty of Education
a. General Education Field (Basic Classes/Developmental Basic Classes)
b. Specialized Education Field (specialized basic classes, specialized classes, practical training
classes)
C Senior thesis
(4) Others
a. Credit transferable subjects with High School Consortium Miyazaki
b. Jointly established subjects
¢ Cross-disciplinary/faculty subjects
3. Each school shall organize its curriculum by dividing individual course subjects into compulsory
subjects, elective subjects, and optional subjects, and distributing these to each year.
4. In addition to the educational curriculum organized by each school, our university collaborates with
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other universities to develop educational programs to develop the human resources needed in the
region, or other systematic educational programs related to specific fields or specific issues.
Subjects may be assigned.

5. Necessary matters regarding the educational objectives of the University and its schools shall be
determined separately.

Chapter 6 Course of Study
(Type of coursework)
Article 18 The types and number of credits of courses offered by the University, methods of enrollment,
and other necessary matters shall be determined separately.
Article 19 Students shall select courses to be taken each semester and notify the school by the designated
date.

(Graduation requirements)

Article 20 Students must earn a total of 124 or more credits for the School of International Liberal Arts
and 128 or more credits for the School of Education as graduation requirements. However, even if a
student fulfills the graduation requirements, he/she will not be able to graduate if his/her cumulative
grade point average is less than 1.5, or if he/she does not meet the English proficiency requirements
specified separately.

2 The basic education classes, language classes, study abroad, specialized education classes, career
education, senior theses, and independent research classes in the School of International Liberal Arts
shall be determined separately.

3 The general basic classes, general development classes, specialty foundation classes, specialty classes
practical training, and senior thesis of the School of Education shall be determined separately.

4 The handling of fall admission students shall be determined separately.

5 The handling of special advanced students shall be determined separately.

(Coursework to obtain the required qualifications for the award of an educational staff license, etc.)

Article 21 Those who wish to obtain the qualifications required for the awarding of educational licenses
shall acquire the required credits prescribed in the Educational Personnel License Law (Law No. 147
of 1949) and the Ordinance for Enforcement of the Law (Ordinance of the Ministry of Education No.
26 of 1954). The credits must be as shown in Appended Table 8 and Appended Table 13.

2 The types of teaching licenses and qualifications that can be obtained by those who have earned the
required credits pursuant to the provisions of the preceding paragraph shall be as follows. In addition,
they may also obtain licenses as information processors, advanced information processors, business
practitioners, nursery teachers, and children's music therapists.

Article 22 The evaluation shall be based on the following criteria

A (Excellent) (100-90 points)

B (Above Average) (89-80 points)

C (Average) (79-70 points)

D (Below Average) (69-60 points)

F (Fail) (59 points or below)

P (Pass) (if only credits are earned)

X (No Credit) (if credits have not been earned)

W (Withdrawal) (If you voluntarily withdraw from a course)

R (Required Withdrawal) (When a student is forced to withdraw from a course at the discretion

SC (Substitute Courses for Overseas Study) (For credits earned by taking substitute courses for
overseas study)

2 The grade point average (GPA) is the product of the grade points (A: 4, B: 3, C: 2, D: 1, F: 0) for each
course and the number of credits for that course. D: 1, F: 0) and the number of credits for that course,
divided by the total number of credits for all courses with grades from A to F that fulfill graduation
requirements. The product of the number of credits (A: 4, B: 3, C: 2, D: 1, F: 0) and the product of
the number of credits, divided by the total number of credits for courses with grades A through F that
meet graduation requirements.

3 Students who do not achieve certain grades may not be allowed to advance to the next level. Detailed
rules for promotion are provided separately.

(Unit calculation standard)

Article 23 In principle, the number of class days per year shall be 35 weeks. The number of credits for
each class subject shall be calculated in accordance with the following standards, taking into
consideration the educational effects of the class, required study outside class hours, etc., according
to the class method.

(1) A lecture (class) shall be 15 hours for one credit.

(2) One credit for exercises shall consist of 15 or 30 hours.

(3) Experiments, practical training and skills shall be counted as one credit for a total of 30 to 45
hours.

2 Notwithstanding the provisions of the preceding paragraph, the Senior Thesis may be awarded with 6
credits in the School of International Liberal Studies and 4 credits in the School of Education, based
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on the evaluation of the results of study.

(3) The classes set forth in paragraph (1) may be taken at places other than classrooms, etc. where said
classes are held by making advanced use of various media, as separately provided for by the Minister
of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology.

Article 24 A Senior Thesis shall be prepared on a topic notified in advance with the consent of the
individual supervisor, and shall be submitted by the designated date of the graduation year.

(Testing)

Article 25 No student may take an examination unless he/she has completed the course(s) by submitting
the Course Registration Form in advance.

Article 26 Examinations shall be held twice a year at the end of each semester. However, this shall not
apply to courses for which the President, with the approval of the Faculty Council, approves a method
that can be substituted for regular examinations.

2 In addition to the periodic examinations mentioned in the preceding paragraph, there may be

occasional examinations.

(Study Abroad)

Article 27 All students of the School of International Liberal Arts shall, in principle, participate in the
Study Abroad. During the Study Abroad, students must pay the student fees in accordance with Article
48.

2 Those who wish to study abroad at other times shall be permitted to do so by the President after
consultation with the Faculty Council.

3 The President, after deliberation by the Faculty Council, may, if deemed educationally beneficial,
approve up to 30 credits as having been earned at the University, which may be counted toward the
student's period of study at the University and may be limited to one year.

4 In addition to the provisions of this Article, other necessary matters concerning overseas training shall

be determined separately.

(Credits earned on line)
Article 28 Credits earned through the class methods stipulated in Article 23, Paragraph 3 of the School
Regulations may be counted toward the credits required for graduation, not to exceed 60 credits.

(Registration of class subjects in jointly established subjects, etc.)

Article 29 Credits earned in collaborative subjects prescribed in Article 19-2 of the University
Establishment Standards may be considered to have been earned by taking courses offered at this
university, up to a maximum of 30 credits.

2 Necessary matters regarding the preceding paragraph shall be determined separately.

(Coursework at other universities or junior colleges, etc.)
Article 30 The President of the University shall permit students who wish to take courses at other
universities or junior Universitys while they are enrolled in the University.
2 The President may, after consultation with other universities or junior colleges, deem credits not
exceeding 60 credits to have been earned at the University, if the Faculty Council determines that the
credits are educationally beneficial.
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Chapter 7 Leave of Absence, Withdrawal, Expulsion, and Transfer/Incorporation
(Leave of absence)
Article 31 When a student is unable to attend school for two months or longer due to illness or other
special reasons, he/she may take a leave of absence during the school year or semester by submitting
a request for leave of absence signed jointly by the guarantor and obtaining permission.
2 In the case of a leave of absence due to illness, a doctor's certificate must be attached to the application
for leave of absence.
3 The period of leave of absence may not exceed a total of four (4) years.
4 The period of absence from school shall not be counted toward the period of enrollment.
5 Student fees during the period of absence from school shall be in accordance with Article 48, Paragraph
3.
6 When a student on a leave of absence wishes to return to the University, he/she must submit an
application for reinstatement by the designated date and receive permission. Reinstatement shall begin
at the beginning of the semester.

(Withdrawn)

Article 32 Students who wish to withdraw from the University due to illness or other reasons must
submit an application for withdrawal, signed jointly by the guarantor, and receive permission.

Article 33 When a student who has been permitted to withdraw from the University in accordance with
the preceding Article wishes to re-enter the University, the President of the University shall grant
permission after consultation with the Faculty Council.

2 However, if the request for readmission is made in the middle of a semester, permission will be granted

from the following semester.

Article 34 A student who wishes to withdraw from the University must pay the tuition and other student

fees up to the semester in which he/she wishes to withdraw.

(Expired)
Article 35 The President shall expel a student who falls under any of the following items with the
approval of the Faculty Council.
(1) Those who have failed to complete their studies and have been recognized as having no prospects
for success.
(2) Those who do not follow the prescribed registration procedures and do not take a leave of absence
or withdraw from school.
(3) Those who have not paid tuition and other fees for more than 3 months.
(4) Students who have not earned the credits required for graduation after completing their period of
study.
(5) Those who have not returned to school or withdrawn from school after exceeding the period of
absence.
(6) Those who are dead or missing
2 When a student who has been expelled applies for readmission, the President shall permit it after
discussion by the Faculty Council.

(Transfer, transfer, and credits already earned)
Article 36 No student may be admitted or transferred to another University or transfer to another school
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without permission of the President.

2 When a student wishes to apply for a transfer to another school, he/she shall apply to the dean of the
school to which he/she belongs, and the president shall grant permission after consultation with the
school concerned and the Faculty Council of the school to which he/she is applying.

3 Graduates of special training Universities, junior colleges, colleges of technology, four-year
universities, and graduates of four-year universities who meet the criteria specified by the Minister of
Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology, and those who have completed the second year
of a four-year university program, may, in principle, be permitted to transfer to the third year of a
four-year university program after selection.

4 For transfer students, the courses to be taken, the number of credits and hours, and the number of years
of enrollment will be determined according to the credits already earned at other universities and
approved by the University.

5 The credits previously acquired by a student who has graduated or left a university or junior college
and newly enrolled in the first year of study at the University may be recognized as having been
acquired at university, to the extent that the number of credits does not exceed 30.

Chapter 8 Graduation, Degree
(Graduation)
Article 37 The President of the University shall approve the graduation of those who have completed
the prescribed number of credits after attending the University for at least the length of study
stipulated in Article 12 with the approval of the Faculty Council.

(Degree)
Article 38 The President shall confer the following degrees for each undergraduate department upon
those who have been certified for graduation.

Bachelor (Comparative Culture), Department of Comparative Culture, School of International Liberal
Arts

Bachelor (Education), Department of Child Education, School of Education

Chapter 9 Research Students, Non-Degree Students, Special Auditing Students, International

Students and Exchange Students
(Research student)

Article 39 When there is a student who wishes to study a specific field of specialization at the University,
the President of the University shall permit his/her admission or enrollment as a research student after
deliberation by the Faculty Council, provided that such admission or enrollment does not interfere
with education and research.

2 Applicants for research students must be University graduates or those who are recognized as having
equivalent or superior academic ability (especially English ability for the School of International
Liberal Arts).

3 The research period shall be one year. However, the term may be renewed for special reasons.

4 When a research student takes the registered class subjects and passes the examinations, the credits
shall be recognized and a transcript shall be issued.

5 Research students must abide by the general rules and regulations concerning students.

6 Research students shall attend classes with the permission of the instructor in charge of the class.

(Credited Auditors)

Article 40 When a person who is not a student of the University applies to take a specific course at the
University for the purpose of earning credits, the President of the University may permit the person
to take the course as a non-degree student with the approval of the Faculty Council to the extent that
it does not interfere with the education and research of regular course students.

2 Those who are permitted to enroll in the course must pay the fees within the prescribed time frame.

3. Credited students shall attend classes with the permission of the instructor in charge of the class.

4 The selection fees and other costs related to credited auditors from universities with which the
University has an agreement on exchange programs are determined separately.

(Special Auditing Students)

Article 41 When there is a student from another University or junior college who wishes to take a
specific class subject at University, the President of University shall permit him/her to do so as a
special auditing student after discussion by the Faculty Council.

(International students)

Article 42 When there is a foreigner who has entered Japan for the purpose of receiving an education at
the University and wishes to enroll or transfer to the University, the President of the University shall,
after deliberation by the Faculty Council, grant permission for the student to study at the University
as a foreign student.

(Exchange student)

Article 43 When a student from a University in Japan or abroad wishes to study at University as an
exchange student, the President of University shall grant permission after consultation with the
Faculty Council. The period of study shall be one or two semesters.

Article 44 The policies concerning research students, non-degree students, special auditing students,
international students, and exchange students shall be determined separately.

2 The handling of returnee students, working adults, etc. shall be determined separately.

Chapter 10 Application Fees, Admission Fees and Tuition, etc.

(Entrance examination fee)

Article 45 The entrance examination fees for students of the University (including research students),
non-degree students, and special auditing students shall be determined separately.
(Admission fee, etc.)

Article 46 The enrollment fee for students of the University (including research students) shall be in
accordance with the provisions of Appendix 15. However, credited auditors and special auditing
students must pay the registration fee.

(Re-enrollment fee)

Article 47 In the event that a student who has withdrawn from the school is permitted to re-enter the
school pursuant to Article 32, he/she shall pay one-half of the admission fee stipulated in the preceding
article.

(Tuition and facilities fees)
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Article 48 Tuition and facility fees for students of the University (including research students) shall be

as follows.
Enrollment fee ¥200,000
o School of International Liberal Arts ¥850,000
Tuition fee -
School of Education ¥750,000HM
Facility fee ¥260,000

They shall be paid in the following two installments by the designated due date.
First semester (from April 1 to September 30) Delivery date By May 10
Second half (October 1 to March 31 of the following year) Delivery date: October 31

2. Tuition and facility fees will not be reduced or exempted even if the student is absent or suspended.

3 In the case that a student submits a request for leave of absence before the beginning of a semester,
the payment of tuition and facility fees during the period of leave of absence is exempted. However,
30,000 yen must be paid as an enrollment fee per semester.

In the case that a foreign student must take a leave of absence from the University due to military service
or other unavoidable reasons stipulated by his/her country of origin, the president of the University
may exempt the student from such a leave of absence.

4 In the case of a student taking a leave of absence in the middle of a semester, the tuition and other
student fees for that semester must be paid.

(Registration fee)
Article 49 Credited Auditors and Special Auditors must pay the separately prescribed registration fee
by the prescribed date.

(Special examination fee)
Article 50 Fees for special examinations (follow-up examinations and retests) shall be determined
separately.

(Handling of school fees for students who have withdrawn or been expelled from school)

Article 51 Student fees already paid shall not be refunded even if the student has been expelled or
expelled from the school. In the case of non-payment, the student must pay the amount due
immediately.

(Notification of deferred or partial payment)
Article 52 In the event that the student payment must be deferred or divided for justifiable reasons, the
student must apply for and receive permission for deferred or divided payment by the due date.

(Handling of student fees paid)
Article 53 The student fees already paid shall not be refunded under any circumstances.

Chapter 11 Scholarships
(Scholarship Program)
Article 54 The University shall establish a scholarship system. Regulations concerning the scholarship
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system shall be prescribed separately.

Chapter 12 Awards and Punishments
(Commendation)
Article 55 The President shall commend those students who are of good conduct, have an excellent
academic record, and serve as a role model for other students.

(Disciplinary action)
Article 56 The President shall discipline a student who has committed an act that is in flagrant violation
of the school regulations or the student's fundamental principles.
Article 57 Disciplinary punishments shall be reprimand, suspension, and expulsion.
(2) The expulsion set forth in the preceding paragraph shall be given to those who fall under any of the
following items
(1) Those who are deemed to have poor conduct and are not expected to improve.
(2) Those who have no justifiable reason and whose attendance is not regular.
(3) Those who disrupt the order of the University or otherwise seriously violate the student's
fundamental rights as a student.
Article 58 Any person who has an objection to the disciplinary action taken in accordance with the
decision in the preceding Article may request the Rector to review the decision.

Chapter 13 Other Facilities
Article 59 Students of the University may use the International Exchange Center, library and other
facilities of the Miyazaki Gakuen Educational Institution.
(2) The rules and regulations regarding the use of the facilities set forth in the preceding paragraph shall
be determined separately.

Chapter 14 Public Lectures and Various Seminars, etc.

Article 60 In accordance with the provisions of Article 107 of the School Education Law, the University
may hold open lectures and various workshops, etc. during University holidays or on a timely basis
at the University in order to make education and research at the University widely open to the public
and to contribute to cultural improvement.

(Teacher license renewal course)
Article 61 Courses for the renewal of a teacher's license based on a teacher's license may be conducted.
2 Matters concerning teacher license renewal courses shall be determined separately.

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Chapter | GENERAL RULES

Section 1 AIMS, etc.

Article 1  Objective

1.1 These School Regulations shall provide for the necessary matters concerning the Graduate School of
Miyazaki International University (hereinafter referred to as the “Graduate School”) in accordance with
the provisions of Article 2-2 of the University Rules of Miyazaki International University.

Article 2 Aims

2.1 In accordance with the educational philosophy of Miyazaki Educational Institution “Respect and
Diligence”, the aim of the Graduate School is to develop professionals who respect the diversity of
global society and can contribute to building a rich international society, through especially in language
and international culture and society, in order to respond to glocal demands.

(1) Acquire high language skills and advanced knowledge in international communication, and have the
ability to demonstrate reliable communication skills in a global society.

(2) Acquire academic thinking skills necessary to conduct professional research from the perspective of
international communication, understand affairs and problems in the international community to have
the ability to analyze logically and critically and to make proposals and implement solutions for the
issues.

(3) Have the motivation, interest and attitude to constantly improve the objective thinking skills, advanced
hypothesizing and decision-making skills required for global negotiations.
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(4) Have the ability to observe diversity in different cultures objectively to accurately assess unique
characteristics in each, and have good knowledge of different cultures.
(5) Have the ability to conduct interdisciplinary research on various issues in the modern global society.

Article 3 Self-Assessment / Self-Evaluation
3.1 In order to improve the standard of education and research and to achieve the aim and social missions
of the Graduate School, the Graduate School shall assess and evaluate itself on the status of education

and research at the Graduate School, as well as conduct FD activities in accordance with laws.

Section2 THE ORGANIZATION
Article4 Program
4.1 The Graduate School shall establish the Master’s program.

Article 5 Graduate School
5.1 The Graduate School shall be the Graduate School of International Liberal Arts.
5.2 The major, admission capacity and the student capacity in the Graduate School referred to in the

preceding paragraph are as follows.

5.3 The educational and research objectives of each course shall be as follows.

(1) In the “International Communication course”, the emphasis is placed on enhancing English
communication skills and aims to foster individuals who possess competency to demonstrate reliable
communication skills.

(2) In the “International Social Studies course”, the emphasis is placed on understanding cultures of
different countries and international social affairs (issues and problems). The course aims to foster
individuals who are able to observe diversity in different cultures objectively to accurately assess unique
characteristics in each, and also have good knowledge of different cultures to conduct interdisciplinary

research on various issues in the modern global society.

Section 3 FACULTY ORGANIZATION

Article 6  Faculty Organization

6.1 Faculty in charge of lectures and research supervision in the Graduate School shall be appointed from
among the professors, associate professors and lecturers of Miyazaki International University
(hereinafter referred to as “University™).

6.2 Part-time lecturers may be added if necessary.

6.3 The Graduate School shall have a Dean.

(1) The Dean of the Graduate School shall be a full-time professor of the Graduate School and shall be in
charge of School affairs.
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(2) The Dean of the Graduate School shall be selected by first selecting candidates among the members of
the Council for the Graduate School by election, then decided by consultation between the President
and the Chief Trustee.

(3) The term of office of the Dean of the Graduate School shall be two years and does not preclude
reappointment.

(4) In the event of a vacancy in the post of the Dean of the Graduate School, a selection shall be made and

the term of the office of the selected shall be the remaining term of the predecessor.
6.4 The Graduate School shall have a Vice Dean.

(1) Should the Dean of the Graduate School be unable to perform duties, the Vice Dean shall act on behalf

of the Dean.

(2) The Vice Dean of the Graduate School shall be a full-time professor of the Graduate School and shall

be nominated by the Dean of the Graduate School.

(3) The Vice Dean of the Graduate School assists the Dean in his/her duties.

(4) The term of office of the Vice Dean shall be two years and does not preclude reappointment.

Section4 COUNCIL FOR THE GRADUATE SCHOOL

Article 7 Council for the Graduate School (Graduate School Council)

7.1 The Council for the Graduate School is formed to deliberate on matters pertaining to the management
of the Graduate School and shall consist of full-time professors of the Graduate School, excluding the
President.

7.2 Matters to be deliberated in the Council for the Graduate School shall be specified elsewhere.

Chapter 2 THE LENGTH OF STUDY AND LIMIT FOR COMPLETION OF STUDY

Article 8 The Length of Study

8.1 The length of study at the Graduate School shall be two years.

8.2 The maximum duration of study under the long-term enrolment system shall be four years. Matters

relating to the long-term enrolment system shall be specified elsewhere.

Article 9  Limit for Completion of Study
9.1 Students of the Graduate School shall not be allowed to be enrolled for more than four years.

Chapter 3 ACADEMIC YEAR, SEMESTERS, HOLIDAYS
Article 10 Academic Year
10.1 The academic year of the Graduate School shall commence on April 1 and ends on March 31 of the

following year.

Article 11  Semesters and Class Period
11.1 Academic year shall be divided into the following two semesters.
Spring Semester from April 1 to September 30
Fall Semester from October 1 to March 31 of the following year
11.2 The President may change the dates in the preceding paragraph if deemed necessary.
11.3 As a general rule, the period during which classes shall be held spans over 35 weeks in a year.

Article 12 Holidays
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12.1 The Graduate School shall be closed on the following days.
(1) Saturdays and Sundays
(2) Holidays as stipulated in the Act on National Holidays (Act No. 178 of 1948)
(3) Summer holiday
(4) Winter holidays
(5) Spring holidays
12.2 Notwithstanding the provisions of the preceding paragraph, the President may assign classes on holidays
if deemed necessary for educational purposes.

Chapter 4 ADMISSIONS
Article 13 Dates of Admissions
13.1 Admissions shall be at the beginning of each academic year. However, in the case of Fall admissions, it

shall be at the beginning of the Fall semester.

Article 14  Prerequisites for Admissions
14.1 Those who meet any of the followings shall be eligible to be admitted to the Graduate School.
(1) General Admissions and Mature Admissions

a. Those who have graduated from university as defined in Article 83 of the School Education Act.

b. Those who have been conferred a Bachelor’s degree in accordance with Article 104 (7).

c. Those who have completed 16 years of school education in a foreign country.

d. Those who have completed a 16-year course under the School Education Law of a foreign country
by taking courses in correspondence courses in Japan provided by a foreign school.

e. Those who have completed, on or after the date specified by the Minister of Education, Culture, Sports,
Science and Technology (MEXT), a specialized training course (limited to those with a duration of at
least four years and meeting other criteria specified by the MEXT) which is separately designated by
the MEXT.

f. Those designated by the MEXT (Ministry of Education Notice No. 5 of 7 February 1953).

g. Those who have attended university for at least three years, or completed 15 years of schooling in a
foreign country and have been recognized by the Graduate School as having obtained the prescribed
credits with excellent grades.

h. Those who have completed, in Japan, a course of study at a foreign university (limited to those courses
where those who have completed the course are deemed to have completed a course of 16 years in
the school education system of the foreign country), which is recognized in the school education
system of the foreign country as having a university course and which is separately designated by the
MEXT.

i. Those who have been admitted to a graduate school other than the Graduate School in accordance
with Article 102, paragraph 2 of the School Education Act, and who have been recognized by the
Graduate School as having the academic ability suitable for receiving postgraduate education.

j. Those who have been recognized by the Graduate School as having academic ability equivalent or
superior to that of a university graduate through an individual assessment of eligibility and who have
reached the age of 22 years.

(2) Admissions for special selection of international students
Applicants who meet one of the general selection eligibility criteria, have a foreign nationality and
whose status of residence in Japan does not hinder their admissions to the Graduate School.
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Article 15  Application Procedure for Admissions
15.1 Those who wish to apply to the Graduate School must submit the documents as prescribed separately,
together with the application fee to the President by the specified date.

Article 16 Entrance Examination

16.1 Applicants shall be selected for admissions on the basis of their academic ability and ability to receive
education at the Graduate School.

16.2 The selection method referred to in the preceding paragraph shall be determined by the Graduate School

Council.

Article 17 Admissions Procedures

17.1 Those who have been notified of acceptance must submit the prescribed documents of the Graduate
School to the President and pay the enrolment fee by the specified date.

17.2 The President grants admission to those who have completed the admission procedures as described in
the preceding paragraph, after consultation with the Graduate School Council.

17.3 Those who fail to complete the procedures as described in Paragraph 1 without justifiable reason shall

be denied admission.

Chapter 5 MODE OF EDUCATION AND CURRICULUM, etc.

Article 18  Mode of Education

18.1 Education at the Graduate School shall be through classes and guidance on the preparation of
dissertation (hereinafter referred to as “research supervision”).

18.2 Methods of study, courses and the number of credits and other necessary matters in the Graduate School
shall be stipulated in the “Degree Completion Guide”.

Article 19  Mode of Classes

19.1 Classes shall be conducted by means of lectures, seminars, experiments, practicums or exercises, or a
combination of these.

19.2 Classes referred to in the preceding paragraph may be taken outside the classroom by making advanced

use of various media.

Article 20 Research Supervision Team

20.1 Research and educational supervision in the Graduate School shall be provided by a team of supervisors
consisting of the principal supervisor and two assistant supervisors.

20.2 Principal supervisor shall be professors and associate professors who are qualified to supervise research.

20.3 Assistant supervisors shall be selected, as a general rule, from those Graduate School faculty members
who are qualified to supervise research or to assist in research supervision in each of the courses, in
consultation with the student. One assistant supervisor is chosen from each course for every student.

Article 21  Research Supervision Schedule
21.1 Research supervision team shall create a research supervision schedule and submit it to the President

after presenting it to the student.

Article 22 Exceptions to Mode of Education
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22.1 Should it be deemed necessary for special educational purposes, it is possible to provide education
through appropriate methods including holding classes or research supervision in the evening or at
other specified times or periods.

Article 23 Completing the Degree Program
23.1 Students of the Graduate School shall acquire at least 30 credits from the courses listed in the Appendix.

Article 24 Selecting Courses

24.1 Course must be selected according with the guidance of the supervisor.

24.2 Should the supervisor deem it necessary, it is possible to take the specified courses and credits of the
other track.

24.3 Credits acquired under the preceding paragraph may be counted towards the requirements for course

completion.

Article 25 Credits Calculation
25.1 Credits calculation shall be as follows.
(1) One credit is given for 15 hours of lecture.
(2) One credit is given for either 15 hours or 30 hours of seminar.

(3) One credit is given for 30 to 45 hours of experiments, practicums and exercises.

Accreditation of course works, etc.

Article 26

26.1 Accreditation of completion of courses shall be by examination or research report.

26.2 As a general rule, the examination referred to in the preceding paragraph shall be conducted at the end
of each semester or academic year. However, a supplementary examination may be conducted for those
who were unable to take the examination due to illness or other unavoidable reasons.

Article 27

27.1 Grades for each course shall be denoted by five categories: A (Excellent), B (Very good), C (Good), D
(Pass) and F (Fail), where A (excellent), B (very good), C (good) and D (pass) are passing grades and F
(Fail) is a failing grade.

100 - 90 A (Excellent) Pass
89 - 80 B (Very good) Pass
79 -70 C (Good) Pass
69 - 60 D (Pass) Pass
59-0 F (Fail) Fail

27.2 Prescribed credits are awarded for courses that have been passed.
27.3 Examinations can be resit for courses which have been failed,

Article 28  Appeal Against Awarded Grades
28.1 Student who disagrees with grades that were awarded may appeal to the Dean of the Graduate School

by the end of each semester.

Article 29 Taking Courses at Other Graduate Schools, etc.
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29.1 Dean of the Graduate School may, if deemed beneficial for education and research, allow students to
take courses at graduate schools of other universities, based on discussions with the university concerned.

29.2 Course credits acquired in accordance with the preceding paragraph may be acknowledged as part of
the requirements to complete the degree program, with the maximum of 10 credits, after discussion in
the Council for the Graduate School.

29.3 Dean of the Graduate School may allow students to receive research supervision at a graduate school or
research institute, based on the institution concerned, if deemed beneficial for education and research.

29.4 The basic rule is that the duration of the coursework as stipulated in paragraph and the duration of
research as stipulated in the preceding paragraph shall not exceed one year.

Article 30  Submission of a Dissertation or a Report on the Research Outcome on a Specific Subject

30.1 Dissertation or report on the research outcome on a specific subject shall be submitted by the stipulated
date.

30.2 Requisites for submitting a dissertation are stipulated in the “Detailed Regulations for the Dissertation
Assessment”.

30.3 Requisites for submitting a report on the research outcome on a specific subject are stipulated in the

“Detailed Regulations on the Research Outcome on a Specific Subject”.

Article31 Methods of Assessment and Final Examination of a Dissertation or a Report on the Research
Outcome on a Specific Subject”

31.1 The Graduate School Council shall form a review committee for reviewing dissertations and conducting
final examinations.

31.2 The Graduate School Council shall decide whether a dissertation or final examinations pass or fail,
based on the report by the review committee.

31.3 Matters relating to the assessment of dissertations are stipulated in the “Detailed Regulations for the
Examinations of Dissertations”.

31.4 Matters relating to the assessment of a report on the research outcome on a specific subject are stipulated
in the “Detailed Regulations for the Assessment of Research Outcome on a Specific Subject”.

Chapter 6 COMPLETION REQUIREMENTS AND DEGREE CONFERRAL

Article 32 Course Completion Requirements

32.1 The President shall certify the completion of the Master’s program after the Graduate School Council
approves it for those who have been enrolled in the Graduate School for at least two years, have acquired
the number of credits stipulated in Article 23, received the necessary research supervision, and passed
the assessment and the final examination of the dissertation or research outcome on a specific subject.

32.2 Course completion shall be in either March or September.

Article 33 Degree Conferral

33.1 The President shall confer a Master’s degree in International Communication or Master’s degree in
International Sociocultural Studies to those who have completed the Master’s program.

33.2 Matters necessary for degree conferral are prescribed elsewhere.

Chapter 7 LEAVE OF ABSENCE, WITHDRAWAL, REMOVAL FROM THE UNIVERSITY
REGISTER, COURSE TRANSFER, ROLL-OVER AND TRANSFER ADMISSIONS,
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STUDY ABROAD AND RE-ENROLMENT TO GRADUATE SCHOOL

Article 34 Leave of Absence

34.1 Should a student, due to illness or other exceptional reasons, encounter difficulties in continuing studies
at the Graduate School for longer than 2 months and wish to take a leave of absence, he/she shall submit
a request to take a leave of absence, countersigned by the guarantor.

34.2 The President may, after consultation with the Graduate School Council, order a leave of absence to
those who have difficulties in pursuing studies due to illness or other exceptional reasons.

34.3 The period of leave of absence shall be limited to one year. However, the President may grant an
extension of the period of absence for up to one year if some special reasons are deemed to exist.

34.4 The period of absence cannot exceed two years in total.

34.5 The period of absence shall not be counted towards the limit to the years of enrolment stipulated in
Article 9 and the years of enrolment stipulated in Article 32.

34.6 When a student on leave of absence wishes to return to the Graduate School, he/she must submit a
request to do so by the prescribed date and obtain permission from the President. Return shall be possible
only from the beginning of a semester.

34.7 Tuition fees for the period of absence shall be in accordance with Article 46, Paragraph 3.

Article 35 Withdrawal

35.1 Should a student wish to withdraw from the Graduate School due to illness or other reasons, he/she may
do so by submitting a request for withdrawal, countersigned by the guarantor, which shall be approved
by the Graduate School Council and the President shall grant permission.

35.2 If a person who has been granted permission to withdraw from the Graduate School under the preceding
paragraph wishes to be readmitted, the President shall grant it after consultation with the Graduate
School Council.

35.3 However if the request for readmission is produced in the middle of a semester, permission shall be from
the next semester.

35.4 Should a student wish to withdraw from the Graduate School, he/she shall pay student fees including
tuition fees up to that semester.

35.5 Should a student wish to withdraw, he/she shall submit a request to withdraw prior to withdrawal.

Article 36  Expulsion
36.1 The President shall expel a student from the Graduate School after consultation with the Graduate
School if any of the followings are met.
(1) Neglects studies and deemed unlikely to complete his/her course of studies
(2) Does not follow the prescribed registration procedures, nor takes required procedures to take a leave
of absence or withdraw
(3) Not paid tuition fees and other fees for more than three months
(4) Failed to obtain the credits required for graduation within the limit for enrolment period
(5) Does not return to nor withdraw from the Graduate School after a period of leave of absence
(6) Died or missing
36.2 Ifaperson who has been expelled wishes to be readmitted to the Graduate School, the President grants
it after consultation with the Graduate School Council

Article 37 Transfers (Schools and Tracks)
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37.1 Those who wish to transfer to a Graduate School of another university should submit a request for
transfer prior to transfer.
37.2 The Graduate School Council may approve those who wish to transfer to another track, after a
selection process by the track to which the student wishes to transfer to and taking into account the
educational effects and the length of study.

Article 38  Study Abroad

38.1 Those who wish to study at a graduate school of university overseas while still enrolled in the Graduate
School may do so with permission from the President after approval from the Graduate School Council.

38.2 The period of study abroad with the permission as referred to in the preceding paragraph may be
included in the number of years of enrolment as stipulated in Article 32.

38.3 Article 29 shall apply to the period and the credits of study abroad.

Article 39 Returning to the Graduate School
39.1 The President may allow a student who meets any of the followings to return or be re-enrolled to the
Graduate School.
(1) On a leave of absence, but has requested to be returned to the Graduate School because the reason for
the leave no longer holds
(2) Was expelled under Article 36, Paragraph 1, Item 3 and has requested to be re-enrolled to the
Graduate School with the amount of unpaid fees.
(3) Should a person under (1) and (2) return or re-enroll to the Graduate School, the previously earned
credits shall be counted toward the graduation requirements.

Chapter § COMMENDATIONS AND PUNISHMENTS

Article 40 Commendations

40.1 The President may, after consultation with the Graduate School Council, commend those students whose
conduct is worthy of commendation.

Punishments
Article 41
41.1 The President may discipline a student who has violated the Graduate School’s School Regulations or
whose conduct is seriously contrary to that expected of student.
41.2 Student Disciplinary Committee deliberates on whether to take disciplinary actions and how severe the
actions should be, and propose the outcome to the Graduate School Council.
41.3 Whether disciplinary actions should be taken and how severe they should be are decided by the President
after deliberation in the Graduate School Council.
41.4 Types of discipline shall be reprimand, suspension and expulsion.
41.5 The expulsion referred to in the preceding paragraph shall be performed on those who are any of the
followings.
(1) Exhibits poor conduct and is deemed to show no improvement
(2) Habitually absent without justifiable reason
(3) Disrupts the orderly conduct of the Graduate School or otherwise seriously contravenes essential
duties as student
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Article 42
42.1 Anybody who objects to the disciplinary action taken in accordance with the decision referred to in
Article 42 may submit a request for a review to the President.

Chapter 9 APPLICATION FEE, ENROLMENT FEE AND TUITION FEES, etc.

Article 43 Application Fee

43.1 The application fee stipulated in Article 15 shall be 30,000 yen. However, the application fee for
graduates of Miyazaki International University shall be 10,000 yen.

Atrticle 44 Enrolment Fee, etc.
44.1 The enrolment fee for students of the Graduate School as stipulated in Article 17 shall be 200,000 yen.
However, the enrolment fee for graduates of Miyazaki International University shall be 100,000 yen.

Article 45 Re-Admission Fee

45.1 If a student who withdrew or has been expelled in accordance with Article 36, Paragraph 1, Item 3 is
granted readmission in accordance with Article 35, Paragraph 2, he/she shall pay a half of the enrolment
fee as specified in the preceding article.

Article 46  Tuition Fees
46.1 The tuition fees shall be 750,000 yen, which shall be divided for two semesters and be paid by the
designated date.
Spring Semester (April 1 to September 30) To be paid before May 10
Fall Semester (October 1 to March 31 the following year) To be paid before October 31
46.2 Tuition fees shall not be reduced or exempted for the period of absence nor suspension.
46.3 Should a request for leave of absence be submitted before the start of a semester, the payment of tuition
fees for the period of absence shall be waived.

(1) In the event that a foreign student must unavoidably take a leave of absence due to military service or
other stipulations of his/her country of origin, the President may exempt the student from this
requirement.

46.4 If a student takes a leave of absence in the middle of a semester, tuition fees for the semester must be
paid.

Article 47 Tuition Fees for Students Who Have Withdrawn or Have Been Expelled
47.1 Paid tuition fee shall not be refunded even in the event of withdrawal or expulsion. If tuition fees had
not been paid, they must be paid immediately.

Article 48 Notification for Deferred Payment or Payment by Installments
48.1 In the event that the student payment has to be deferred or divided for justifiable reasons, the student
must request and receive permission for deferred payment or payment by installments by the due date.

Article 49 Handling of Paid Student Fees
49.1 The student fees already paid shall not be refunded under any circumstances.

Chapter 10 SCHOLARSHIPS
Article 50 Scholarships and Loans
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50.1 The Graduate School shall have a scholarship scheme to provide scholarships and loans.

50.2 Matters concerning scholarships shall be stipulated elsewhere.

Chapter 11  MISCELLANEOUS

Article 51 Non-Degree Students

51.1 The Graduate School may admit non-degree students.

51.2 Matters concerning non-degree students shall be stipulated elsewhere.

Article 52 Open Lectures
52.1 Open lectures may be held to make contribution to the promotion and to encourage education, science
and culture in the local community.

52.2 Matters concerning open lectures shall be stipulated elsewhere.

Chapter 12 AMENDMENT AND ABOLISHMENT OF THE REGULATIONS

Article 53 Amendment and Abolishment of the Regulations

53.1 Any amendments to or abolition of the Regulations shall be decided by the President after consultation
with the Graduate School Council, which shall then be approved by the Board of Trustees.

Article 54 Administration
54.1 Administrative matters concerning the Graduate School shall be handled by the Office of Administration

of Miyazaki International University.

Addendum

These regulations shall be in effect as of April 1, 2023.
Addendum

These regulations shall be in effect as of April 1, 2024.
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1. Academic Regulations and Policies

1) PAYING UNIVERSITY TUITION

The guidelines for paying University Fees are described below. Please observe

all payment deadlines strictly.
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(UNIVERSITY TUITION)
1. “University Fees” means “Tuition”, “Facilities Fees” and “Other Fees”.

*“Other fees” means fees incurred for Study Abroad, Teaching Practica, etc.

(DEADLINE FOR PAYMENT OF UNIVERSITY TUITION)
2. Deadlines for payment of University Tuition are as described below.

9. Spring Semester — April 10 + Fall Semester — October 31

10. To request an extension of deadline for payment or payment in installments
for a legitimate reason, please submit a “Request for Deferred Payment of
University Tuition” or a “Request for Payment in Installments” to the
President by the deadline date specified above. (“Request for Deferred Payment
of University Tuition” and “Request for Payment in Installments” forms are
available at the General Affairs Office.)

11. Study Abroad and Teaching Practica — as advised separately

(PERIOD FOR DEFERRED PAYMENT OF UNIVERSITY TUITION AND
DEADLINE FOR COMPLETION OF INSTALLMENT PAYMENTS)

3. The Period for Deferred Payment of University tuition shall be 3 months from the
day after the prescribed Deadline for Payment (Spring Semester — April 10; Fall
Semester — October 31).

The deadline for completion of installment payments shall be (Spring) first
payment April 10, second payment July 20, and (Fall) first payment October 31,

second payment January 20.

(REMOVAL FROM THE UNIVERSITY REGISTER DUE TO FAILURE TO PAY
UNIVERSITY TUITION)

4. Students who fail to meet their obligation to pay University Tuition for a period of
3 months or more may be removed from the University Register in accordance

with the University Rules.

(UNIVERSITY TUITION DURING ABSENCE AND SUSPENSION)
5. Students shall not be exempt from payment of Tuition and Facilities Fees during

absence or suspension from the University.

(UNIVERSITY TUITION DURING LEAVE OF ABSENCE)

6. Students who submit request for Leave of Absence from the University prior to
the commencement of the semester of leave shall be exempt from paying tuition
and facilities fees for the period of said leave. However, such students shall be

required to pay the fee of 30,000 JPY for retention of studentship status for each
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semester of leave. In the event that a student is given approval for leave of
absence in the middle of a semester, the student shall be required to pay the
tuition and fees for the semester of said leave.

*Students shall also pay the Parent’s Association fee during the period of leave

of absence.

(UNIVERSITY TUITION WHEN WITHDRAWN FROM THE UNIVERSITY OR
REMOVED FROM THE UNIVERSITY REGISTER)

7. Students who wish to withdraw from the University must pay all tuition and other
fees up to and including the semester of official withdrawal. In the cases of
Withdrawal from the University and Removal from the University Register,
Fees previously paid to the University shall not be returned.

Furthermore, outstanding Fees must be paid immediately.

(RETURNING PREVIOUSLY PAID UNIVERSITYTUITION)
8. Previously paid University Tuition shall not be returned for any reason.

*Please refer all questions to the General Affairs Office.

2) Student Identification Card

All students will be issued a student identification card on April 1 of the 1st year.

The student identification card is very important. It will identify you as a student of
Miyazaki International University and you will use it to borrow books and materials
from the MEI Library. Please maintain and use it with care for the 4 period of your

university life. In case of loss, apply for re-issuance at the Student Affairs Office.

3) Reporting Changes of Address, Name, Phone, Etc.

Please report all changes of address, name, phone and cellular numbers by

completing and submitting the appropriate form to the Student Affairs Office.
4) Insurance

All MIU students are covered by Student Educational Casualty Insurance and
Auxilliary General Liability Insurance provided by the Association for International
Education, Japan (formerly The Center for Domestic and Foreign Students).
Insurance coverage is provided for accidents or physical injury incurred during
University educational and extra-curricular activities, physical injury incurred
during travel to and from the University and for legally required compensation for
physical injury or damage to the property of others caused by a student during class
and University activities, practica, etc. Be sure to contact the Student Affairs Office

immediately when you have caused or been involved in such accidents. Please read
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carefully the pamphlet of information you have been provided for details regarding

content and scope of coverage.

5) The Health Center and Medical Examinations

1. Medical checkups are conducted every April (the date of the checkup is announced
by e-mail, etc.) in accordance with the School Health Law. In particular, students
who intend to work in education must undergo the examination and know its
purpose. Students who did not receive a medical checkup must receive a medical
checkup at a designated medical institution and submit a certificate of diagnosis
to the Student Affairs

2. The Health Center is located on the first floor of the building 4 and is available for

students who feel unwell or need first aid for injuries, etc.
3. The nearest medical facilities are listed in the Information.

6) Use and borrowing of facilities and equipment

(How to borrow facilities)

1.When using on-campus facilities, be sure to submit a "Facility Borrowing
Application" to the Academic Affairs office or Students Affairs Office.

2. For the International Center, gymnasiums, grounds, and other facilities shared
with junior Universitys and for the use of junior University facilities, submit the
"Application to Borrow Junior College Facilities" to the Academic Affairs office or
Students Affairs Office and obtain final approval from the junior University office.

3. Not all facilities can be borrowed depending on the reason/purpose of the
borrowing and competition with other organizations.

4. Activities on campus during the school term should be conducted between 16:30
and 21:00, excluding class hours, in principle (activities during lunch breaks, etc.,
are not permitted). (Activities during lunch breaks, etc. are not permitted.)
However, this does not apply to activities permitted by the University based on a
"proposal" or other application.

5. Activities and facility rental hours on Saturdays, Sundays, national holidays,
and during breaks (weekdays) shall be from 9:00 to 20:00. However, since faculty
members are still working at the University during holidays for research and
other purposes, activities that may affect the surrounding area, such as "making
noise" or "dancing" in the building, are prohibited before 17:00 on weekdays. All
classrooms, with some exceptions, will be locked during the holiday period.

6. As a general rule, the use of campus facilities is prohibited during the year-end

and New Year holidays and university events (open campus, entrance
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examinations, etc.). Therefore, students should check the schedule of on-campus

events on the bulletin board or Google calendar.

(Use by outsiders)

7.When outsiders (including instructors of club activities, opponents of practice
matches, etc.) wish to use the University facilities, they must submit a

"Club/Circle Activities Permission for Invitation of Non-Club Members" to the

office.
(Off-campus activities)

8.When conducting off-campus activities, the student must submit a
"Notification of Off-Campus Extracurricular Activities and List of Participants"
to the Office. (In case of no notification, student insurance will not be applied in
case of emergency.) After the activity, a "Report on Off-Campus Extracurricular

Activities" must be submitted.

(Others)
9. If there is a serious violation of the above, the University may issue some kind

of guidance.

7) Personal Counseling

Students in need of advice or counseling should first seek the assistance of a faculty
or staff member with whom they feel comfortable, or the School Counselor. No issue is
“too small” to seek assistance.

Our counselor is a certified public psychologist. First year students are preferentially
interviewed individually as needed from April to determine their individual needs and
to determine the best way to meet them, thereby enabling students to work hard in a
better environment. Furthermore, academic advisors, student affairs, and other faculty
and staff are always available to assist students in finding a solution to their problems
or to direct them to the most appropriate person or office. All counseling between
students and faculty or staff members is, in principle, confidential.

Faculty and students are encouraged to assist troubled students in seeking help
instead of thinking alone. Students who are unable to solve their problems and are

showing one or more of the following signs should seek counseling:

- depression + excessive crying
- drinking too much alcohol - withdrawing from friends
- not attending classes - withdrawing from family
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Students (or faculty or staff members) who are helping a troubled student should
try to be understanding. Sometimes students with problems can be fearful of seeking
help. Therefore, it is important to ease their fear by letting them know the faculty
and Student Affairs staff will not discuss their problems with anyone else without
their consent. Common examples of problems with which students may need help
are:

- having problems getting used to life in Miyazaki
- family problems or high family expectations

- having problems making new friends

- girlfriend or boyfriend problems

- drinking too much alcohol

- feeling sad or depressed for no reason

- feeling depressed for a long time

- finding classes too difficult

- having problems attending classes

- being unable to talk with a faculty member

+ not enough money to live on or stay in University
- needing information on personal health care

- irregular lifestyle

- being unable to sleep (hard to get up in the morning)

8) Financial Scholarships

Students may apply for a wide range of scholarships in the middle of April in the
Student Affairs Office. Watch the bulletin boards or mail for information on the
application and interview dates.

Some of the scholarships students have received include: The Japan Student
Support Organization (formerly The Japan Scholarship Foundation), Miyazaki
Prefecture Scholarship Foundation, Suzaki Ikuei Scholarship, Ashinaga Scholarship

Foundation.

9) Part-time Employment

Students are strongly advised not to work while classes are in session during their
first two years. Students need a sufficient amount of time and energy to maintain
the academic standards expected at MIU. MIU recognizes some students may have

an economic need to work. Those students are encouraged to seek assistance from
the Student Affairs Office.
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10) Automobile Parking

The campus parking lot is available, within capacity limits, for faculty, staff and
guests to park automobiles and motorcycles. Available spaces are allotted by lottery
for students use at a nominal charge for the term. The General Affairs Office, which
oversees the allocation of spaces, inform students how to apply in February and July.
Vehicle owners using the campus lot must possess a driver's license, a minimum of
two months of driving experience, and must have unlimited automobile liability

insurance.

11) Lost & Found
Any item that has been found on the campus will be stored in the Student Affairs

Office. Lost items may be reported there.
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2 . Code of Conduct
1) Purpose

The Code of Conduct reflects the educational values, the educational goals and the
behavioral expectations for all students and the MIU community. Student Rights
and Responsibilities under the Code of Conduct require students to develop maturity

and autonomy in the process of obtaining an education at MIU.

2) Student Rights

1. Students have the right to academic information to assist them in selecting
courses for their degree requirements in a timely manner.

2. Students have the right to information regarding their academic standing
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and progress towards graduation requirements.

Students have the right to know the policy for class academic performance
evaluation within the first week of each course.

Students have the right to express themselves freely in a peaceful manner
which does not disturb classes or infringe on the rights of other individuals.
Students have the right to be free of harassment by individuals who seek to
intimidate or disrupt classroom and extracurricular activities.

Students have the right to review their academic work after it has been
evaluated by the instructor.

Students have the right to keep academic work such as science projects,
essays and term papers.

Students have the right to be free from discrimination based on race, religion,
gender, sexual orientation, age, social status or national origin by faculty,
staff and students.

Students have the right to a smoke-free environment within all buildings:
classrooms, offices, hallways, elevators and toilets, except in designated

smoking areas.

3) Student Responsibilities

1.

3

Students are responsible for understanding and adhering to the regulations
and policies outlined in the MIU Bulletin, Degree Completion Guide and the

laws of the Japanese government.

. Students are responsible for attending classes and being on time. Students

are responsible for being committed to academic honesty in completing
examinations, class assignments, etc., written or otherwise. Academic
dishonesty includes cheating and plagiarism.

Students are expected to conduct themselves in a considerate, respectful and
diligent manner which reflects appropriately upon the student and the MIU
community.

Students are responsible for informing the University Registrar of their
current address and telephone number.

Students are responsible for following the directions of a university official

who is acting on official business for MIU.

. Students are responsible for respecting the rights and property of other

persons.

. Students are responsible for adhering to fire and safety regulations.

Students are responsible for refraining from smoking inside buildings on the
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MIU campus except in designated smoking areas.
9. Students are responsible for following the parking regulations for cars,

motorcycles and bicycles on the MIU campus.

4) DISCIPLINARY POLICIES
By enrolling at MIU all students agree to uphold the Student Code of Conduct.

If a student is found guilty of violating a rule on MIU property he/she is expected to
comply with the MIU judgment on a course of action.
If a student is found guilty of violating a rule on MIU property, the following

Rules may be applied depending on the seriousness of the offense.

(The University Rules) Chapter 12 DISCIPLINE
Article 56. DISCIPLINARY ACTION Infringement of University, academic or
personal standards by students shall result in Discipline by the President.

Article 57. Disciplinary action may take the form of reprimand, suspension or
dismissal.
57.2 Dismissal shall be warranted by any of the following:

(1) Improper conduct with doubtful probability of improvement

(2) Regular absence from class without valid reason.

(3) Disruption of University Order or Personal Standards of Students.

The following matters are subject to disciplinary action.
57.3 (1) Criminal and other illegal act
(2) Harassment and other acts that violate human rights
(3) Cheating in examinations and academic ethics in writing papers, etc.
(4) Violation of information ethics
(5) Violation of the regulations of the Faculty and other rules and
regulations of the University
(6)Any act that seriously damages the reputation or credibility of the
University
(7)Any other acts contrary to the true nature of a student

Article 58. Students who disagree with disciplinary action imposed by the previous
Article may appeal to the President for re-consideration.
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3. Other Policies

1) MIU Smoking Policy

The overriding scientific evidence from around the world indicates that personal

smoking or inhaling the smoke from others imposes a health hazard. In light of the
health hazards from smoking, MIU has adopted a NO SMOKING POLICY for all
buildings operated by MIU. Smoking is only allowed in designated areas on campus
and in students’ apartments.

This policy relies on the cooperation of all students, faculty, staff and their guests.

2) MIU Alcohol Policy

Japanese law declares individuals must be 20 years of age to purchase, possess or

consume alcoholic beverages. Therefore, MIU will permit alcohol to be served only
at events where a majority of the students are 20 years of age and will not permit
the serving of alcohol to those under age.

Because MIU is an educational institution and is concerned about the well-being
of the community, the University will strive to educate students on the health and

psychological effects of alcohol abuse.
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5. Regulations on Prevention of and Measures against

Harassment, etc. in Miyazaki Gakuen (Excerpt)

Article 1 (Purpose)

These regulations have been established for the purpose of preventing harassment,
etc. in Miyazaki Gakuen (hereafter, “Gakuen”), and to establish a system for
submission of claims and requesting consultation concerning harassment, etc.
(hereafter, “claims and consultation”), thus enabling appropriate action in the event
of occurrence of problems arising from harassment, etc., and the formation of a
healthy learning, educational, research and work environment.

Article 3 (Scope of Application)

These regulations shall apply to the following persons.

(1) The Officers and faculty and staff (part-time employees included) working at
the Gakuen.

(2) All students and pupils (hereafter, “Students, etc.”) enrolled in each of the
Gakuen schools.

(3) The parents, associates, and associates from other educational institutions
with which exists a work, or education/research, etc. relationship

Article 4 (Definition)
The meanings of the terms described in each of the following items in this
regulation are as provided for therein.
(1) Harassment, etc.
Refers to sexual harassment, gender harassment, academic harassment, power
harassment, maternity harassment and other forms of human rights violations.
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(2) Sexual Harassment

Refers to statements and actions of a sexual nature that make others
uncomfortable.

(3) Gender Harassment

Refers to statements and actions related to notions of division of labor by gender
that make others uncomfortable.
(4) Academic Harassment

Refers to bullying, discrimination, corporal punishment, etc. in addition to
occupational harassment, obstruction of research, discrimination for promotion,
etc., as well as violation of human rights of students, etc.

(5) Power Harassment

Refers to improperly using job status or authority of an officer to make unfair
and improper statements or actions toward other faculty or staff .

(6) Maternity Harassment

Refers to negative behavior from superiors and colleagues due to reasons such
as pregnancy, childbirth, childcare leave, and family care leave.
(7) Problems Arising from Harassment, etc.

Refers to suffering certain disadvantages / damages in relation to academic work
and performance of work, and deteriorating the environment such as impediment
of attendance at school, work, education / research, extracurricular activities, etc.
due to harassment, etc.

(8) Other Forms of Human Rights Infringement

Refers to infringement of human rights due to all prejudice and bullying such as
discriminatory behavior and handling based on sex, race, nationality, age,
disability, etc.

Article 9 (Consultation Desk)

The following contact points shall be established to receive consultations

concerning harassment.

(1) The consultation desk for Gakuen employees (including contractors, temporary
staff, etc., who are involved in execution of the work of the school) shall be the
General Affairs Division of MEL

(2) The counseling desk for students of the University shall be the Student Affairs
Department.

(3) The consultation desk for students of the Junior College shall be the Student
Services Department.

(4) The consultation desk for students of the Junior High School and High School
shall be the Student Guidance Department.

(5) The consultation desk for parents and guardians of the certified centers for
early childhood education and care shall be the head kindergarten teacher.
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6. Academic Advisement

All are assigned an academic advisor upon entrance to MIU. Your academic
advisor will assist you in making decisions concerning course registration and
academic planning based upon your interests and preferences. Your advisor is also
available to offer advice concerning personal problems and to support you

throughout your lives as students at MIU.

ADVISOR ASSISTANTS

First year students often find it difficult to approach their academic advisors in

the beginning. Each student is assigned an advisor assistant to help smooth the path
to communication between students and their advisors. Advisor assistants are
selected from among senior students in the 3rd year. If, for example, you have
difficulty understanding something in class but are concerned about communicating
with your advisor, your advisor assistant can accompany you to your advisor’s office
and help you obtain the answers to your questions. You can also consult with your

advisor assistant about university life or any other problems you may encounter.
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7. University Event

1) MIU Lecture Series

The University offers an active and varied lecture series with programs of interest

to the greater Miyazaki community and to the MIU community of faculty, staff and
students.

The MIU Lecture Series presents faculty, visiting scholars, and other international,
national or local experts. Speakers address a broad spectrum of cross-cultural,
historical, political, environmental, comparative, linguistic, or educational topics.

Lectures are advertised to the community at large as well as on campus.

2) Be A Star Festival
The MIU University Festival is held normally in October each year. Although the

Festival is a student-centered activity, the entire MIU community, faculty and
students of other Miyazaki universities and the members of the local community are
invited to participate. Yearly international themes vary and reflect the unique

qualities of the students who organize and run the Festival.
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8. Student Government and Activities

1) Student Government

The purpose of Student Government is to distribute funds to student clubs, to work
with the MIU administration and staff on University issues and to represent
students at official events or meetings.

The Student Government consists of 8 administrative officers and the assembly.
The officers are the president, vice president, secretary and treasurer. The assembly
is made up of one member from every recognized student club. The assembly meets
at least twice a semester. The assembly meetings are open for all students to attend
and join in the discussions. Officer elections are held the late April. New student
officers are elected each year. All students may vote in the Student Government
officer elections. Students who are on academic probation may not take executive
positions in Student Government, clubs, or the University Festival.

2) Student Clubs / Circles

Students and faculty are encouraged to organize and participate in student clubs
and circles. A club is a group that has been registered with the Student Affairs Office
as a circle and has been in existence for one year. To be recognized as a club, a group
must present evidence of having conducted group activities as a circle for one year.
Clubs may be allotted a budget in consultation with the Student Government.

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9. Student assistant work-study

part-time basis. The university will pay the SAs based on the number of hours they work.

The University shares a suburban campus and some facilities with Miyazaki
Gakuen Junior College. Among the shared support facilities are a library, the

2) Wireless network

The MIU Wireless Network (wifi) is available on campus and requires students to
login using the username and password assigned during orientation. The MEI

Library wifi is also available and its password can be requested at the library counter.

3) Network Security

Our University network is protected by hardware and software layers, but it is

advisable that students keep their devices with the latest software and anti-virus

updates.

4) Internet Connection

Internet use is available to students who possess a valid username and password.
Personal devices can be used without limitations, but students are responsible for
any damage that may occur due to virus and other threats originated from personal
computers without anti-virus software or improperly configured. Use of pirated

software or P2P is strictly prohibited in all computers connected to the MIU network.

5) Personal Information Handling

Systems handling student’s private information are all kept inside the MIU
network. External access to these systems may be granted as long as it follows
security procedures. Students are encouraged to use cloud based storage systems for
storing homework and class work, but are advised to avoid keeping their personal

information in it.

6) Internal Network and Online Services

The internal network and online services are used by students, faculty and staff

in diverse ways as important tools for the promotion of educational activities.

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3. MIU Academic Computing and Network Regulations

In order to maintain a workable environment for students and faculty in the
computer lab and classrooms the following rules have been defined.

1. Eating, drinking, or smoking is not permitted in the computer labs or classrooms
at any time.

2. All software is the property of Academic Computing. Any unauthorized software
copying is illegal.

3. Students are not allowed to borrow computer cabinet keys. An instructor must be
responsible for it at all times.

4. The computer lab and classrooms are for serious and quiet work. All students
should try to maintain a studious atmosphere. Anything or anyone that might
distract students, faculty, or staff will not be allowed in the computer lab or
classrooms.

5. Games will not be allowed to be run on any of the computers in either the
computer lab or the computer classrooms.

6. No files are to be saved to the local hard disk drive. Files saved on the local hard
disk will be erased periodically.

7. Users are not allowed to make changes to the configuration of computers in the
lab or in the classrooms.

8. One of the major themes of MIU education is environmental awareness. A good
place to start is with our laser printers. Trees have to die in order to provide paper
for these machines! All students should work hard to minimize their printing. Use
double-sided printing whenever possible.

(1) Select the correct printer you want to print on.

(3) Check your layout carefully using functions such as "Print Preview" (this
will depend upon your specific application).

(4) Finally, print one copy of only those pages you made changes to. Students
should not be printing out page after page to make minor corrections. Any
individual violating this policy will lose their laser printing privilege. A
wide-spread failure to follow this policy may result in all students being
charged for the operating expenses of laser printing.

Each user is assigned an individual account on the local computer network and

is allowed to use only that account. Users are not permitted to let friends and/or

relatives use their account.

Sending abusive or obscene messages within or beyond MIU is not allowed.

No commercial use of any computing service or facility is allowed.
Users must follow any directions given by the computing staff.

All computers that connect to the network must have up-to-date anti-virus

software and must not contain software that threatens the security of the

network or exposes the University to liability, such as pirated software or media,

cracked/warez software, or file-sharing software.

Any violation of the rules listed above may result in the loss of computer privileges

and/or disciplinary action.

What does the Global Education Center (GEC) do?
GEC is in charge of the implementation and management of the Study Abroad

Program (SAP), acceptance and dispatch of exchange students (second semester of
the third year), acceptance and support of regular international students, conclusion
and management of partnership agreements with overseas universities, and matters
related to Tobitate! (Leap for Tomorrow) Study Abroad Initiative sponsored by
Japan’s Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports, Science, and Technology (MEXT) .
The main role of GEC concerns SAP and it responsible for all the guidance and
support needed for the program doing things such as holding Study Abroad
Explanatory Meetings, making applications (including visas) and pre-departure

orientations.

Overview of SAP

SAP is held in the second semester of the second year, and the students spend a

little over four months abroad. Currently, we have 16 universities in 5 English-
speaking countries as the Study Abroad sites and the students will study at one of
them (in an intensive English language program) while staying with a host family.
The length of the program varies, but it generally runs from early August to late
December for about 16 weeks. We set a limit of 10 students per university. SAP is a
14-credit (required for graduation) program with 6 credits for English, 2 credits for
Independent Study, and 6 credits for Area Studies, and submission of a portfolio
(compilation of various assignments) is required for getting the credits. The credits
cannot be obtained just by participation, but they must demonstrate their

achievements by submitting the portfolio.

6. Teaching Training Support Center

1. Career Education at MIU TS Career

At MIU, career support begins soon after the commencement of your educational
program through the TS (Three Stage) system. The first stage comprises the
Career Design Support Courses which are required for graduation. The objectives
of these courses are designed to get students to think about and plan what career
paths they would like to take in the future.
