The aim is to become accustomed with using English to express personal things such as self-introductions and

past experiences, familiar subjects such as how to spend weekends and plans for holidays, and to be able to use

English in a way that can be conveyed to others standing in front of people.

1. The aim is to be able to converse in English about personal and familiar matters.

2. When speaking English, aim to use appropriate pronunciation and intonation to speak in a way that is
conveyed to the listener.

3. In addition to using English to convey oneself, the aim is to be able to listen to other people's presen-
tations and express their opinions, ask questions, and check the contents.

In these activities, we aim to be able to use appropriate English.
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Emphasis is placed on speaking and listening among the four skills, with the goal of acquiring communication
skills. To that end, we aim to be able to understand and use basic English, and to be able to speak appropriately
in various situations, while deepening our awareness of how to use our words as members of society and as
teachers. In addition, to acquire expressive English, writing assignments will be given (as homework) every class,
the aim is to get used to expressing yourself, what you are thinking, and things familiar to you in English. The

compositions will then be presented in class, to fulfill the public speaking requirement.
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‘While memorizing dialogue according to the textbook, students will acquire various conversational expressions. At the
same time, grammar items will be reviewed and practiced so that students will be able to use basic English. The Activity
section for each unit incorporates pair, group, and class-wide activities to familiarize students with each other’s use of
English in the classroom. In addition, TOEIC listening questions for each unit are also conducted. Therefore, students can
listen to English spoken relatively quickly. The class format will be an exercise, and the class size shall be 20 students or

less.
