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Agreement Concerning the GPA System of Miyazaki International College
June 3rd, 2019

(EDU) Faculty Council Decision

Article 1 (Purpose)

The purpose of this Agreement is to provide for the necessary matters concerning the GPA (Grade Point
Average) system of Miyazaki International College School of International Liberal Arts (hereinafter, “the SILA"),
thereby enhancing students’ motivation to study, ensuring the provision of appropriate academic guidance,
promoting strict adherence to standards for grade assessment, and improving the quality of learning.

Article 2 (Use of GPA)
The method of use of the GPA can be determined at the discretion of the SILA.

Article 3 (Grade Assessment Standards)
Grades shall be assessed using examinations or other means of assessment.

3.2 Grades shall be assessed in accordance with the Assessment/Grade Point Average provided for by Article
28 of the College Rules. In other words, a Grade Point (GP) that is further expressed as a Grade Point
Average (GPA) shall be assigned to each of the grades (assessments) achieved by students in their
courses.

Grade Assessment GP

5-level assessment Grade

Excellent (A) 100~90 40

Very Good (B) 89~80 3.0
Good (C) 79~70 2.0
Pass (D) 69~60 1.0
Fail (F) 59~0 0.0

Article 4 (Calculation of the GPA)

A GPA that serves as an index for demonstrating the state of achievement of learning in each semester
(hereinafter, “Semester GPA”) and a GPA that demonstrated the state of achievement of learning across all
semesters (hereinafter, “Cumulative GPA") shall be established. Semester and Cumulative GPAs shall be
calculated as described below, and the value that is determined shall be rounded off to the first decimal place.

+ Semester GPA Calculation Formula
Semester GPA = Total of (GP for the courses for which assessment was received X number of credits for
assessed courses) — total credits of all courses assessed in the relevant semester

+ Cumulative GPA Calculation Formula
Cumulative GPA = Total of (GP for all courses in all semesters for which assessment was received X
number of credits for all assessed courses) - total credits of all courses assessed in all semesters

Article 5 (Courses to which GPA applies)
GPA shall apply to all SILA courses that are assessed on a 5-point scale, and that are calculated into the



graduation requirements.
5.2 The provisions of Article 28 of the College Rules and the Course Regulations notwithstanding, the following
courses shall not be calculated into the Semester and Cumulative GPA.
1. Course credits earned by transfer students prior to admission shall be recognized as graduation credits
but are not calculated into the Semester and Cumulative GPAs.
2. Courses for which withdrawal has been approved following submission of request for withdrawal by a
student
3. Courses designated by the Dean of Faculty or Department Head

Article 6 (Notations on Transcript of Grades)
As a general rule, the Semester and Cumulative GPAs shall be recorded on transcripts of grades.

Article 7 (Strict Grade Assessment)
All courses shall be assessed strictly fairly and appropriately in accordance with the Miyazaki International
College Grade Assessment Guidelines

Article 8 (Miscellaneous Rules)
Other matters in addition to the provisions of this Agreement deemed necessary for the handling of the GPA
shall be determined separately by the Dean of Faculty in consultation with the FD Subcommittee.

Addendum

These guidelines shall take effect as of June 3rd, 2019, and shall apply to the entering class of 2023 onward.
These guidelines shall also be applied to students admitted prior to this date.
