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With the spread of infection from the new coronavirus, | imagine that students are spending their college lives
not only with fear of infection, but also with anxiety about the future and their personal finances.
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Miyazaki International College started online classes from April 20, transitioning to a hybrid format of online
and face-to-face classes from June 1. Most of the classes in the spring semester of 2020 were completed by
August 7. Perhaps because face-to-face classes were not fully implemented, some students and parents have
requested reduction or exemption of tuition fees (tuition and facility and equipment fees). In response to these
inquiries, | would like to tell you about our approach to the educational support we provide to students and our
thought on the significance of the tuition fees students pay
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At MIC, in order to conduct online classes, we have prepared a classroom environment for students who do
not have access to a Internet environment at home, installed new PCs, and lent PCs and tablets free of charge
to students who requested them. In addition, we have established an economic support system referred to as
"Tuition Fee Exemption to Support Sudden Household Changes" for students whose household income has
suddenly changed due to the new coronavirus. (Information concerning this system is available on our homepage
as of April 27.)
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We are not considering reducing or exempting tuition fees for all students. Here, | would like to explain the
nature of college tuition fees. College tuition is set as the total amount necessary to provide the education
necessary for students to obtain a bachelor's degree in four years and to complete education sufficient to justify
conferral of a bachelor's degree. Therefore, even if we adopt a special form of teaching such as online lessons
to protect students from infectious diseases, tuition fees will neither rise nor fall. Students pay college tuition in
equal payments over four years by dividing the total amount required by the number of years of education. Facility
and equipment fees are for maintaining and managing the facilities and equipment of the College. This year, we
are carrying out waterproofing work on the rooftops and repairing the restroom in Building 2. Because these are
expenses for the maintenance of an educational environment that can benefit all students, no specific academic
year's students will bear the cost of any particular facility. Therefore, no matter which year students are enrolled,
we ask students to pay the same facilities and equipment costs.
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Miyazaki International College endeavors to protect all students from the crisis of infection due to the
seriousness and prolongation of the new coronavirus, and to ensure that all students have the opportunity to
receive the education we provide under any circumstances. We kindly ask for your understanding and
cooperation in this matter.
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
